Office Policies and Procedures
During COVID-19 Health Crisis

In order to safeguard the health of our staff, colleagues, and vendors during the COVID-19
health crisis, the Maine Developmental Disabilities Council has made significant adjustments to
our office policies and work processes. Following the guidance and guidelines from the State of
Maine and the Maine CDC, we will continue to use appropriate safety measures for the
duration of the pandemic.

Specifically, at this time MDDC staff are:

e Working from home as much as possible, staggering work that must be done in the
office to limit the number of staff onsite at any time, maintaining social distance while
in the office, and wearing masks while in public or shared office spaces

e Holding all meetings via teleconference, including regular staff meetings as well as
Council meetings

e Securing our office spaces by keeping outside doors locked, and allowing only essential
vendors into the office space

e When outside vendors must access the office, requiring masks and social distance, and
sanitizing common areas after such contact

e Adding additional sanitizing to our regular cleaning schedule, especially in public areas
of our office

e Evaluating our office ventilation systems in accordance with ASHRAE Standard 180-
2018
