You will be notified no later than 

June 1, 2009, if your proposal has been accepted. If your proposal 

is accepted, MPF requires that you provide certain information 

and meet planning deadlines for the conference, including such 

things as: brief biographical information to include in the 

conference packet and timely response to emails, etc. 

 We reserve the right to cancel any presentation if deemed 
appropriate by the planning team.
